I have been creating works dealing with my memories and internal
images.

While browsing antiques on a flea market application, an image
of a King Ghidorah figure (Bullmark) caught my attention. Through
that image, a forgotten memory came back to me. That recalled
memory was the "Wing Victory" that I encountered at the Louvre
in 2012. In front of that "Wing Victory," I remembered a headless
King Ghidorah figure that I played with as a child. When I was
a child, I was often hospitalized because of my frail health. In
the hospital, there was a common space for children. I loved the
headless King Ghidorah figure there and often played with it. The
headless King Ghidorah figure was a symbol of my childhood. The
symbolism reminded me of my father working beside my sickbed. It
also reminded me of the episode when I woke up alone in the mid
night and cried so hard that the nurse came to me. Various memories
were linked to the image of headless King Ghidorah. It is a crystal of
layered and chained memories.

I considered that the figure of King Ghidorah on sale could be
a work of art. And I immediately decided to purchase one. As I
directly touched and observed the actual King Ghidorah figure I
purchased, I thought the way to actualize my inner image. I removed
the head of the King Ghidorah figure to recreate the symbolism of
my childhood. The figure of King Ghidorah with his head removed
was for me like a tool which allowed me to see my memories from the

Louvre Museum and from my childhood.
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
